Our site installation team were briefed on the entire project and installation process, including Health and Safety.
The site engineers attended the site-specific inductions particular to the building to ensure all the correct processes
were carried out in conjunction with our own Health and Safety Procedures. Once the energy loggers had been
installed in the building utilising the existing meters, the data was transmitted to a central web server for display on
the energy dashboard. The data was then validated and tested prior to release to the client. The client was kept
informed throughout the project programme with regular programme and progress updates.
